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1 - INTRODUCAOQO

Este é o quarto evento anual denominado Investing in the Americas € 0
segundo no qual a CPRM participa.

Trata-se de um verdadeiro forum de oportunidades de negocios no setor
mineral, cabendo as empresas e instituigdes participantes a apresentacao de
projetos especificos visando atrair potenciais investidores, bem como, no nivel
macro, salientar as vantagens comparativas dos diversos paises representados,
num clima de saudavel competicao.

A presenca da CPRM, estimulada pela participagdo do seu presidente,
gedlogo Carlos Oiti Berbert, no evento do ano anterior, foi parte de uma
delegacio de mais de setenta pessoas, entre autoridades, empresarios,
consultores e técnicos ligados ao setor mineral. Nossa delegac¢dao s6 fol menor
que a canadense ¢ a do proprio pais anfitrido, destacando-se a presenca do
Secretario Executivo do MME, gedlogo José Luiz Perez Garrido.

Além de numericamente expressiva, coube a delegacao do Brasil o
maior espago de tempo continuo para apresentacdo oral de nove
conferencistas, conforme pode ser observado no programa anexo. Cabe aqui
destacar o trabalho intenso de articulagio e persuasao do gedlogo Breno
Augusto dos Santos, Secretirio de Minas e Metalurgia do MME, tanto na
composi¢cdo da delegacdo, como na abertura de espago € organizacao da
tematica das conferéncias.

O evento contou com mais de 1.500 inscritos € cerca de uma centena de
expositores, atestando o seu sucesso.
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2 - OBJETIVOS

A participacio da CPRM (eve dois objetivos principais: compor o
painel de conferéncias do Brasil, através de palestra do seu presidente
intitulada “O Potencial Mineral Brasileiro”, e divulgar a infra-estrutura
geologica existente no pais através de um “stand” com diversas publicagoes,
mapas e painéis contendo informag¢des quanto ao tipo de coberturas disponiveis
no pais, relatorios e facilidades existentes.

Secundariamente, mas ndo menos importante, ocorreram dezenas de
contatos pessoais mantidos com técnicos € empresdrios de varios paises,
procurando-se sempre mostrar uma imagem positiva do pais. Neste sentido,
comparando-se a situa¢ao de um ano atras, pode-se afirmar com seguranca que
o clima é muito mais otimista € de confianca com relacdo as perspectivas de
investimentos estrangeiros no Brasil.
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3 - CONFERENCIAS

O Programa de conferéncias cobriu praticamente trés dias, da tarde de 2*
feira (27 de marc¢o) ao meio dia de 5* feira (30 de margo, conforme anexo). O
primeiro dia foi talvez o mais fraco, apresentando uma verdadeira “salada™ de
assuntos sem qualquer conexao entre eles.

Os dias mais consistentes foram o 2% e o 3> . Mesmo assim, a grande
variedade de assuntos com a mesma distribuigdo de tempo (20 minutos cada), tez

com que temas de grande complexidade, abordando por exemplo projegoes
futuras para o proximo milénio, ficassem imprensados entre detalhadas
descri¢des de projetos especificos de investimento em determmados prospectos
ou minas. Talvez uma sele¢do mais rigorosa dos temas e uma distribuigdo mais
“equilibrada do tempo para apresentagdo resolva este problema, que nao chegou a
empanar o brilho do evento.

Outra caracteristica observada ¢ que os conferencistas procuraram
valorizar a0 maximo suas oportunidades minerais ou as vantagens comparativas
dos seus respectivos paises, provocando um natural efeito de “douragdao da
pilula”. O Brasil ndo fo1 exce¢ao a esta regra.

Embora a maior parte das palestras tivessem um tom bastante realista,
algumas pintaram um quadro excessivamente otimista, em especial quanto as
questdes institucuionais, podendo gerar profundas decepg¢des. De fato, aqui
parece residir o ponto-chave para uma maior atragao dos capitais estrangeiros ao
pais. A redefini¢do do conceito de empresa nacional ¢ um aspecto fundamental
para reforgar a credibilidade no Brasil, ao lado da estabilidade economica e
firmeza na condugdo das politicas de comércio exterior (0 brusco aumento da
aliquota sobre produtos importados ocorrida ha poucas semanas ¢ um exemplo a
ser evitado, pois gera desconfianga no mercado internacional).

Outra preocupac¢do relevante € quanto ao aparato legal especifico para o
setor mineral. Sabe-se dos problemas existentes no DNPM, que deverao ser
superados com sua reestrutura¢gdo como autarquia autonoma, mas dificilmente as
melhorias ocorrerdio no curto prazo. Sera necessario um grande esforgo,
prioritario a nivel de Ministério de Minas e Energia, para dotar o DNPM da infra-
estrutura humana compativel com sua missdo de poder concedente ¢ fiscalizador
do setor mineral brasileiro.
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Ainda na organizagdo geral das conferéncias, um ponto forte fo1 sua
realizacdo em local amplo e confortavel, em horario corrido, sem eventos
paralelos. A jornada era sempre precedida de mesas-redondas durante o caté da
manh3, quando as autoridades de varios paises ficavam a disposi¢do dos
empresarios e consultores para contatos diversos. Durante o almogo repetia-se o
cenario, criando oportunidade para proveitosas conversas em clima informal.

Como encerramento do ciclo de conferéncias houve o pronunciamento do
ex-presiente da Costa Rica e ganhador do prémio Nobel da paz em 1987, Oscar
Arias Sanchez. Foi o toque humanista do evento, onde o conferencista procurou
destacar o papel social dos empreendimentos economicos, seja na geragao de
empregos dignos, seja na educa¢do e melhoria das condigdes de vida das
populacdes abrangidas. Alias, este aspecto foi bastante destacado em varias das
apresentacoes de projetos mineiros, notadamente em paises andinos, onde
predominam populagoes indigenas.
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4 - EXPOSICAO

A exposicdo dos “stands” deu-se em recinto contiguo ao auditorio das
conferéncias, sendo local de passagem obrigatoria aos que para la se dirigiam,
contando com cerca de uma centena de expositores.

Além da CPRM, a Companhia Vale do Rio Doce e a Companhia Baiana
de Pesquisa Mineral montaram “stands”, ao par de algumas empresas ~juniores”
que mostravam oportunidades de investimentos no Brasil.

O “stand” da CPRM (vide fotografias anexas), embora modesto, chamou
bastante a atencdo, talvez por apresentar como fundo o mapa geologico do Brasil
~escala 1:2.500.000, cuja edi¢ao infelizmente encontra-se esgotada.  Igualmente
esgotados foram os formularios preenchidos por inumeros interessados em
receber mais publicagdes da CPRM, ja repassados ao CEDOT para providenciar
as remessas (anexas copias de alguns cartdes de visita selecionados).

Ficou evidenciada a necessidade de dispormos de mais material em lingua
inglesa, notadamente o folheto geral que apresenta a CPRM como o Servigo
Geologico do Brasil. Mapas sdo muito procurados, principalmente por geologos,
dai a importancia de editar-se rapidamente o mapa geoldgico-metalogenético do
Brasil escala 1:5.000.000. ja que o 1:2.500.000 é um mapa “de parede” de diticil
manuseio.

Nosso “stand” serviu de apoio para outras entidades, como 0S gOVernos
dos estados do Para, Santa Catarina e a AMOT - Associagdo dos Mineradores
de Ouro do Tapajos, ficando conhecido como o “stand’ do Brasil. Neste sentido,
¢ louvavel o trabalho realizado pelo governo canadense. Nesta, como em outras
exposigdes internacionais ja visitadas, os “stands”do Canada sdo apresentados
sempre de forma padronizada, com as cores e simbolo do pais destacados,
sugerindo uma consisténcia e uniformidade de posicionamento realmente
admiraveis. Sem duvida, € um modelo a ser perseguido.
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5 - CONCLUSOES E RECOMENDACOES

Como conclusdo geral, a participagdo do Brasil no Investing in the
Americas’95 foi muito efetiva, ndo apenas pelo numero expressivo de
participantes, como pela qualidade das conferéncias apresentadas. O interesse
despertado diante dos empresirios € consultores folr notério € certamente

provocara um reaquecimento dos investimentos estrangeiros no pais.

Para que se concretizem tais investimentos € preciso, no entanto, que se¢
materializem as mudangas politico-institucionais tdo apregoadas. O plano
Real foi um bom comego, sendo uma condi¢do necessaria, mas nao suficiente.
Os dispositivos constitucionais ora em tramitacdo no Congresso,
acompanhados das modificacoes na legislagdo ordinaria em seus aspectos
tributdrios, fiscais e especificos para o setor mineral sao igualmente
indispensdaveis para a revisio do atual quadro depressivo, tendo em vista
principalmente o cendrio altamente competitivo apresentado por paises como
Chile, Argentina, Peru e Bolivia.

No ambito interno do Ministério de Minas ¢ Energia ha pelo menos duas
acOoes de cardter institucional de indiscutivel importdncia para tornar mais
atrativo o setor mineral brasileiro aos capitais estrangeiros:

1. Imediato reaparelhamento do DNPM e atualizagdao cadastral dos
diplomas legais existentes no 6rgao, conferindo um marco legal confiavel aos
negoclos;

2. intensificacio dos Levantamentos Geoldgicos Basicos na regiao
Amazonica e Centro-Oeste pela CPRM, em especial com uso de aerogeofisica
e varredura geoquimica regional, acompanhados de ampla divulgacao das
iInformacoes existentes.

A adoc¢do das medidas mencionadas compde um quadro de credibilidade
que, se nao configurado, deve afastar o setor mineral brasileiro de eventos
semelhantes. Em outras palavras, o pais ja foi suﬁciemen}ente €Xposto € nao
ha dividas quanto aos caminhos a serem seguidos. E necessario que o
discurso se materialize para que possamos regressar a Miami € a outros foruns
no proximo ano ja com exemplos bem sucedidos de novos empreendimentos

MINEeIros no pais.
